Once you've received your EnerGuide rating
and the full report, you're eligible for a $100 rebate
from the Alberta Government. An additional $100
rebate is provided to all homeowners who have
implemented the evaluator's recommendations and
complete a post-evaluation by NRCan.

In receiving an EnerGuide rating, homeowners are
already increasing the marketability of their homes. If
they choose to make the evaluator's recommended
improvements to their home, their rating can increase
and as a result so can the value of their home. The
EnerGuide rating also allows homebuyers to make
more informed choices.
